Dear Mr. Magette:

This notice is to advise that you may be in violation of §12 VAC 5-590-370 of the Virginia Waterworks
Regulations for failure to conduct the required monitoring of the bacteriological quality of water served to
your customers. The regulations require a system of your size to collect a minimum of five routine water
samples for bacteriological examination in the month following a positive routine sample. Your system
had a positive sample on July 22, 2013. Our records show that only four (4) routine samples were
analyzed during the month of August 2013.

Required Actions

Public Notice: The Waterworks Regulations characterizes this as a situation that requires Tier 3 public
notification. According to §12 VAC 5-590-540, you are required to notify consumers that the prescribed
monitoring was not performed, as follows:

e You must provide notice to consumers no later than one year following receipt of this notice.

* Your notice to consumers must be mailed or directly delivered to each customer receiving a bill, and
to other service connections served by your waterworks.

e Until the violation is resolved, you must give a copy of the notice to all new billing units or new
customers, before or at the time service begins.

e You must repeat distribution of the notice annually, for as long as the violation persists.

This Notice is to advise that you appear to be in violation of the Ground Water Rule (GWR) adopted by
the Virginia Department of Health. 12VAC5-590-421.A.1 of the Waterworks Regulations requires the
waterworks owner to meet Treatment Technique requirements. On November 29, 2012, this office
conducted a sanitary survey of your waterworks. During the survey several significant deficiencies were
identified for your correction. A follow-up sanitary survey was conducted on April 10, 2013. During the
follow up inspection it was discovered that no corrective action had been taken. Formal notice of the
discrepancies was issued on April 22, 2013.

The Regulations states that within 30 days of receiving written notification from this Office, you were to
consult with this Office regarding the appropriate corrective actions. In addition, within 45 days of
receiving this notification, the waterworks owner shall submit a written Corrective Action Plan (CAP) to
this Office that satisfactorily addresses the deficiencies. The CAP shall include a schedule for completing
individual actions. The CAP drafted by this Office was signed and returned on June 7, 2013.

On September 13, 2013, a second follow-up inspection was conducted to determine compliance with the
provisions of the CAP. Although numerous items identified in the CAP have been addressed, several
remaining discrepancies have not been addressed. The remaining discrepancies are as follows:

e Documentation of the Cross Connection Control Program, a key administrative control, remains
unsatisfactory and this office cannot make a reasonable determination that the program has been
properly initiated. At a minimum, the CCCP inventory must reflect all cross connections under
the owner’s control.

e An Emergency Management Plan (EMP) certification has not been submitted and basic
components that indicate an EMP for extended power outages has been implemented were not
observed. A proper and effective plan needs to be developed and implemented and completion of
this task be certified to this office.

e Well #1 and booster pump #1 have been returned to service; however, this was largely
accomplished by bypassing existing controls. System controls are no longer robust and the
system continues to be vulnerable to failures. Full alternating and lead / lag capabilities need to

be restored or installed. Proper control of pump operations, particularly alternation, needs to be
fully restored / installed.

e Operation of the hydropneumatic tank remains substandard. The following discrepancies need to
be corrected:

o The tank does not have a safety certificate issued by the Virginia Department of Labor
and Industry.

o There is no automatic means to control operating levels and current operator attendance
is not sufficient to maintain optimal conditions.

o The tank is not being maintained and lacks the basic appurtenances and plumbing to
accomplish even a minimal flushing program.

o The pressure relief valve remains unplumbed to the outside of the well house where a
discharge would not further harm clectrical controls.

As the owner of the waterworks, you are required to correct these deficiencices.

NOTE: You arc also reminded that a notice of violation for failure 10 ohtain 8 Waterworks Operation
Permit was issued on August 26, 2011. Submitting a waterworks business operation plan (WWBOP) is a
prerequisite for being issued an Operations Permit. The failure to submit a WWBOP has prevented
issuance of a Waterworks Operation Permit. The purpose of the WWBOP is to ensure that the owner is
aware of the financial, managerial, and technical requirements to sustain waterworks operations and has
the capacity to do so. A WWBOP must also be submitted for review and approval by this office to bring
this system into full compliance with the Warerworks Regulations.

Required Actions

waterworks to give notice of violations to its consumers and to report violations to VDH. Attached to this
letter is an example notice for consumers.

This Notice is to advise that you appear to be in violation of the Ground Water Rule (GWR) adopted by
the Virginia Department of Health. [12VAC5-590-421.A.1 of the Waterworks Regulations requires the
waterworks owner to meet Treatment Technique requirements. On March 28, 2013, this office conducted
a sanitary survey of your waterworks. During the survey several significant deficiencies were identified for
your correction. Formal notice of the discrepancies was issued on April 10, 2013.

The Regulations states that within 30 days of receiving written notification from this Office, you were to
consult with this Office regarding the appropriate corrective actions. In addition, within 45 days of
receiving this notification, the waterworks owner shall submit a written Corrective Action Plan (CAP) to
this Office that satisfactorily addresses the deficiencies. The CAP, drafted by this Office, was not signed
and returned by the required deadline and no alternative CAP was submitted. A formal notice of violation
for failing to submit or agree to a corrective action plan was issued on August 28, 2013.

On September 13, 2013, a follow-up inspection was conducted to determine compliance with the
provisions of the draft CAP. Although numerous items identified in the draft CAP have been addressed,
several remaining discrepancies have not been addressed. The remaining discrepancies are as follows:

e The physical connection between well #1 and well #3 had been reestablished since the initial
March 28, 2013 sanitary survey. Though isolation valves at the connection were closed, meter
readings from well #1 indicate that between June 17, 2013 and September 13, 2013, well #1 had
an average daily production of 4 gallons per day per connection. This indicates that during that
period well #3 had been actively utilized as an auxiliary well.

e Failure to have acquired a safety certification for the hydropneumatic tank from the Virginia Boiler

§ 15.2-979. Notice of sale under deed of trust.

A. Notice shall be given to the chief administrative officer or designee of a locality and, if the property is located in
a common interest community as defined in § ssoss ;, to the common interest community association, when
residential property located within that locality or common interest community becomes subject to a sale under a
deed of trust.

B. The notice required by this section shall:
1. Be made by the trustee or any substitute trustee authorized to conduct the sale under the deed of trust;
2. Be given no later than 60 days after the sale of the residential property under the deed of trust;

3. Include (i) the street address of the residential property, (ii) the name of all property owners whose ownership was
subject to the deed of trust, (iii) the name and contact information, including telephone number, of the person filing
the notice, and (iv) the name and address of all owners holding the property as a result of the sale.

C. For residential properties described in subsection A, if the mortgage loan secured by the deed of trust has been
registered with a national mortgage loan electronic registration system to which the locality has access and which
registry includes a unique mortgage identification number specific to the loan and which number is tied to the name
of the borrower, the street address of the property, and contact information consisting of the name, telephone
number, and electronic address, if any, of the current mortgage lender or mortgage loan service provider and of the
current property preservation contact, then the person authorized to conduct the sale under the deed of trust shall not
have to give the locality the notice described in this section and shall be deemed to have complied with any such
ordinance.

D. For purposes of this section, "residential property™ means single-family detached dwellings, single-family
attached dwellings, and individual residential condominium units.
