Chairman Jones called the meeting to order, and after the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Faison gave the invocation.  (Note:  The regular session of November 23, 2009 was continued until this evening at 7:00 PM.)
Mr. Michael Johnson, County Administrator, announced that the first and only public hearing was to receive public comment on the following:


A detailed proposal submitted by Bunrootis, LLC to develop, finance, construct and 


sponsor a 239-acre compensatory wetland and stream mitigation bank, to construct certain 


on-site compensatory mitigation features necessitated by development of an industrial park 


to include forested and emergent wetlands and relocated/restored stream, and to perform 


specified earth moving activities associated with development of a 253-acre industrial park.  


The proposed site is owned by the Industrial Development Authority of Southampton 


County, Virginia and is located on the west side of Rose Valley Road, adjacent to and 


south of the CSX railway.  
Mr. Johnson presented the following PowerPoint presentation:
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Chairman Jones opened the public hearing.  

Mr. Matt Glover, of Glover Construction in North Carolina, spoke.  He inquired as to why the project was not competitively bid, as his company would have been interested in submitting a bid.  

Mr. Johnson explained that this project didn’t lend itself to sealed bids because the county was seeking much more than a contractor.  We were seeking an investor, a “turn-key” developer, and a bank sponsor.  The construction work was only one component of this agreement and not one that would be managed or overseen by the County under the terms of the contract.  All contractors would be working for Bunrootis.

Mr. Mickey Gray, local contractor, spoke.  He inquired about any subcontracting opportunities that may be available in regards to this project, as he would be interested in those opportunities.  
Chairman Jones closed the public hearing.  

The Board did not take any action.  

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:00 PM.
