In accordance with the bylaws of the Planning Commission, an annual report is to be
submitted to the Board of Supervisors regarding planning and zoning activities. Attached
is a copy of the annual report for calendar year 2008. At their meeting on January 8,
2009 a motion was adopted by the Planning Conimission to accept and forward this
report to the Board of Supervisors.

Although the number of applications that were considered in 2008 was less than in 2007
a number of factors help provide explanation. As you may recall, changes were adopted
in December 2007 to the County Code that now allow for the administrative approval of
certain dog kennels, subject to the regulatory standards. This has resulted in significantly
reducing the number of conditional use permits being reviewed. Additionally, several of
the applications considered during the past year were detailed and complex, requiring
substantial amounts of review and deliberation by staff, the Planning Commission and the
Board of Supervisors.

One additional note, the Planning Commission amended its bylaws to now require all
new appointees become certified within 24 months of being appointed by the Board of
Supervisors. Current commissioners are also encouraged to update their training and to
attend seminars and conferences. This emphasis for continuing education in the planning
field should be viewed as a positive endeavor.
