Chairman Jones called the meeting to order, and after the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Faison gave the invocation.

Chairman Jones sought approval of the following meeting minutes:

1) Budget Workshop, April 7, 2010

2) Budget Workshop, April 14, 2010

3) VACo Region 1 Meeting, April 16, 2010

4) Budget Workshop, April 21, 2010

5) Regular Session, April 26, 2010

They were all approved as presented, as there were no additions or corrections.  

Regarding highway matters, Mr. Michael Johnson, County Administrator, advised that included in the agenda was a copy of the Commonwealth Transportation Board’s Notice of Public Hearing for its 6-year improvement plan for interstates, primary roadways, rail and public transportation. The hearing was scheduled for Wednesday, June 2 at 6:00 PM at the Chesapeake Conference Center.  With no major projects included in the plan, he did not plan to attend.  

Mr. Johnson informed that he had asked Mr. Jay Randolph, Assistant County Administrator, to function as our local highway liaison and communicate transportation and highway drainage issues with VDOT.  Beginning tonight, he would assume Mr. Joe Lomax’s former role in noting the Board’s concerns, and would follow up with a response the following month.  

Mr. Jay Randolph advised that he would be pleased to take any concerns.  

Vice-Chairman Young stated that he would like an update on Champs Drive.  Also, it needed to be reported that there was water in the road on Delaware and Rose Valley Roads.  

Supervisor Faison advised that there was an area on Clarksbury Road that had been washed out.  It had been addressed in the past, as cones were there.  He wanted to know the status of that.  There was also water standing in the road on Cross Keys Road between Meherrin Road and General Thomas Highway.  

Supervisor Brown advised that grass was growing like wildfire in the Newsoms and Blackwater District, as was likely the case everywhere.  He wanted to know when grass cutting would begin.  

Mr. Randolph indicated that he would share their concerns with VDOT and would hopefully have an update next month.  

Regarding reports, various reports were received and provided in the agenda.  They were Financial, Sheriff’s Office (Communication Center Activities, EMS and Fire Department Activities, Traffic Tickets, Civil Papers), Animal Control, Litter Control, and Building Permits.  Also, New Housing Starts, Treasurer’s Report, Delinquent Tax Collection, Solid Waste Quantities, and Personnel.  

Mr. Johnson advised that there were no personnel changes to report.  

Moving forward to financial matters, Mr. Johnson announced that the Board would consider adoption of the FY 2011 annual budget.  As directed by the Board, he had two options for their consideration.  One option, known as Option A, simply incorporated the revisions he presented at the last budget workshop, reducing the overall budget by another $668,000+ and providing for a real estate rate of $0.76 and a personal property rate of $5.00 (this would require an additional cut of $264,771 by Southampton County Schools).  The other option, known as Option B, was similar, but included a personal property rate of $5.15, with the additional $0.15 earmarked for Southampton County Schools.  

Mr. Johnson advised that as directed, staff had evaluated the feasibility of reduced hours of operation at the refuse collection sites.  Mr. Jay Randolph, Assistant County Administrator, would speak to that.  

Mr. Jay Randolph advised that he had spoken to the Pubic Works Director.  Their findings indicated that it was not feasible to reduce the hours of operation at the refuse collection sites.  Public Works staff would not be able to efficiently service the sites.  He noted that increased recycling efforts, however, would save money, but it was unknown at this time as to how much.  

Mr. Randolph clarified for Supervisor Brown that approximately 10 refuse collection boxes were pulled by our two roll-off trucks daily.  

Mr. Johnson informed that he had learned that in trying to save $16,245 in the Social Services budget, it was going to cost us over $100,000.  This was due to the fact that local funds were utilized to leverage state funds.  If reduced by $16,245, Social Services would not be able to leverage over $100,000 in state funds.  

It was consensus of the Board to restore funds in the amount of $16,245 to Social Services.

FY 2011 Budget Option B is as follows:
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Supervisor Felts moved, seconded by Vice-Chairman Young, to adopt Option A.  Chairman Jones, Vice-Chairman Young, and Supervisors Felts and Wyche voted in favor of the motion.  Supervisors Brown and Faison voted in opposition to the motion.  The vote was 4-2 in favor of the motion, thus the motion passed.  

Supervisor Brown advised that he would like staff to further evaluate reducing the operating days of the refuse collection sites from 6 days to 4 days.  The number of boxes being moved was not going to change.  He had a Master’s Degree in Logistics and thought something could be done.  

Mr. Johnson indicated that staff would be glad to look into it further.  

Mr. Johnson informed that included in the agenda was an ordinance establishing the 2010 (FY 2011) tax levy.  

Mr. Johnson read aloud the following ordinance:

TAX ORDINANCE

BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Supervisors of Southampton County, Virginia that for the year 2010 there is hereby levied:

1. A tax of $0.76 per $100.00 associated valuation on all real estate in Southampton County, including manufactured homes.  

2. A tax of $5.00 per $100.00 assessed valuation on all taxable, tangible, personal property located in Southampton County, except household goods and personal effects.  

3. A tax of $1.95 per $100.00 assessed valuation on all farm machinery and farm implements, save and except machinery described in paragraph 4 herein below, located in Southampton County.  

4. A tax of $1.25 per $100.00 assessed valuation on all farm machinery designed solely for the planting, production or harvesting of a single product or commodity, located in Southampton County.  

5. A tax of $0.76 per $100.00 assessed valuation on all real estate and $5.00 per $100.00 assessed valuation on all taxable, tangible personal property of public service corporations based on the assessment fixed by the State Corporation Commission of Virginia.  

6. A tax of $2.40 per $100.00 assessed valuation on all machinery and tools.

7. A tax of $0.50 per $100.00 assessed valuation on merchant’s capital.  

8. A tax of $2.40 per $100.00 assessed valuation on all heavy construction machinery, including but not limited to land movers, bulldozers, front-end loaders, graders, packers, power shovels, cranes, pile drivers, forest harvesting equipment and ditch and other types of diggers.

9. A tax of $2.40 per $100.00 assessed valuation on all motor vehicles, trailers, and semitrailers with a gross vehicle weight of 10,000 pounds or more used to transport property for hire by a motor carrier engaged in interstate commerce.  

All levis shall be due on or before December 5, 2010.    
Vice-Chairman Young moved, seconded by Supervisor Wyche, to adopt the ordinance establishing the 2010 (FY 2011) tax levy.  All were in favor.  

Mr. Johnson advised that included in the agenda was an ordinance establishing the water and sewer fees for FY 2011.  

Mr. Johnson read aloud the following ordinance:

WATER AND SEWER RATES ORDINANCE

BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Supervisors of Southampton County, Virginia, that beginning for the billing period after July 1, 2010, the following monthly water and sewer fees are hereby prescribed for all county systems:

WATER RATES:

Base rate:


$24 for the 1st 4,000 gallons


Over 4,000 gallons:

$5 per 1,000 or any fraction thereof

Multi-family units shall be assessed the base rate times the number of connected residential units plus $4 for each 1,000 gallons (or fraction thereof) above the number of connected residential units times 4,000.  

Example: 50 residential units using an aggregate of 250,000 gallons
(50 x $24) + ($5 x 50) = $1,450.
SEWER RATES:

Base rate:


$32 for the 1st 4,000 gallons


Over 4,000 gallons:

$7 per 1,000 gallons or any fraction thereof

Multi-family shall be assessed the base rate times the number of connected residential units plus $7 for each 1,000 gallons (or fraction thereof) above the number of connected residential units time 4,000.  

Example: 50 residential units using an aggregate of 250,000 gallons
(50 x $32) + ($7 x 50) = $1,950.

NARRICOT INDUSTRIES INDUSTRIAL WASTEWATER . . . . . . . . . . . . . . $1.40 per 1,000 gallons


Any residential wastewater customers who are connected to privately-owned wells shall be 


assessed the base sewer rate each month.

Board of Supervisors
Vice-Chairman Young moved, seconded by Supervisor Wyche, to adopt the ordinance establishing the water and sewer fees for FY 2011.  All were in favor.  

Mr. Johnson advised that bills in the amount of $1,629,012.85 were received. 

Vice-Chairman Young moved, seconded by Supervisor Felts that the bills in the amount of $1,629,012.85 be paid with check numbers 97064 through 97475.  All were in favor.  

Regarding appointments, Mr. Johnson reminded that Supervisor Brown was appointed to head up and direct the organization of a local Sesquicentennial committee to participate in the historic commemoration of the 150th anniversary of the American Civil War.  He had asked each Board member to assist him by appointing a member from their respective district(s).  To date, Richard Francis had been appointed to represent the Boykins-Branchville District, Gerry Greene – Capron, Rod Phelps – Franklin, and Jay Felts – Jerusalem.  Supervisor West had indicated to him, that in his absence, he would like a fellow board member to nominate Mrs. Teresa Preston from the Berlin-Ivor District.  

Vice-Chairman Young moved, seconded by Supervisor Brown, to appoint Mrs. Teresa Preston to the local Sesquicentennial Committee.  All were in favor.  

Mr. Johnson advised that as discussed last month, Dr. Alan Edwards’ term on the Planning Commission expired April 30, 2010.  Terms were for 4 years and he was eligible for reappointment.  

Supervisor Felts moved, seconded by Vice-Chairman Young, to reappoint Dr. Alan Edwards to another 4-year term on the Planning Commission.  All were in favor.  

Moving forward, Mr. Johnson reminded that Buggs Island Telephone Cooperative applied last summer for $18.9 million in federal stimulus funding to develop a rural broadband system in a 15-county area of Southside Virginia, including Southampton County.  We provided them a letter of support for the application at that time.  In late April, we were notified that the grant application had been approved.  He had invited their General Manager, Mickey Sims, here this evening to discuss their plans and timeline for Southampton County.  While this matter had received modest media coverage, make no mistake about it – this network had tremendous implications for Southampton County.  With broadband access presently limited to our towns and larger villages, rural residents had long been relegated to dial-up access, or an expensive satellite connection.  Affordable broadband access is an economic game-changer for rural communities, opening doors and providing opportunities for rural residents that had long been beyond their reach.  

Chairman Jones recognized Mr. Mickey Sims, General Manager of Buggs Island Telephone Cooperative.  

Mr. Sims thanked the Board for the invited him this evening.  He distributed an information packet to each board member.  He advised that Buggs Island Telephone was based in Bracey, VA and had been around for 55 years.  They were notified on April 26 that they had received the grant, and their board had since accepted the grant.  They would be developing a rural broadband system in a 15-county area, which included Southampton County.  However, Southampton County was not scheduled to be serviced until the 72nd week.  They looked forward to working with the County in providing broadband service.  

Supervisor Brown stated that on the map included in the information packet, he noticed a tower in the City of Franklin.  He asked what was the line of sight?  Mr. Sims replied 12 miles.  Supervisor Brown indicated that he was concerned that some people would not be able to receive broadband service.  Mr. Sims advised that they would be able to provide broadband access to 98% of the County.  They were currently reviewing their engineering plan.  They started this 18 months ago and technology had changed since then.  

Mr. Sims thanked the Board for their support.  

Moving forward, Mr. Johnson announced that as discussed at their March meeting, he was contacted by Lonnie Johnson, District Director with Virginia Cooperative Extension, regarding a plan to share two Extension Agents (one Agriculture/Natural Resources position and on e 4-H position) with Isle of Wight County.  Their intention was to physically place one agent in each county, but have them serve consumers in both counties.  The one-third local share of funding would be borne equally between the counties.  He had asked Mr. Johnson to attend the meeting this evening to provide an update.  He reminded that one of our FY 2011 budget reductions was to keep these positions vacant through the end of September.  As a result, the earliest we would be able to bring new agents on would be October 1, 2010.  

Chairman Jones recognized Mr. Lonnie Johnson.  

Mr. Johnson thanked the Board for inviting him.  He advised that restructuring would likely not take place until July 2011.  However, he had worked it out so 4-H camp this summer would include Southampton County.  An agent that worked in James City County and lived in Isle of Wight County would be handling 4-H.  Because restructuring would likely not take place until July 2011, he wanted to go ahead and transfer an agriculture agent to Southampton County in the meantime in July 2010.  The position would be 100% state funded because the agent would be responsible for the entire district.  Twelve months from now, he hoped to get a permanent agent here that would serve both Southampton County and Isle of Wight County.  The one-third local share of funding would be shared by Southampton and Isle of Wight.  

Vice-Chairman Young moved, seconded by Supervisor Felts, to support Lonnie Johnson’s plan.  All were in favor.  

Moving forward, Mr. Michael Johnson announced that he had received a request from the Administrative Board of the Southampton County Department of Social Services.  They wanted to address the Board of Supervisors regarding the ongoing study evaluating a potential consolidation with the City of Franklin, and their interest in filling the Executive Director position, which had been vacant since Mrs. Judy English retired on February 1.  Mr. Franklin Dowless would represent the DSS Administrative Board.  

Chairman Jones recognized Mr. Franklin Dowless.  

Mr. Dowless thanked the Board for the opportunity to address them.  He advised that the Southampton DSS Administrative Board had deferred action on the Executive Director position, vacated by Mrs. Judy English’s retirement, pending the outcome of the current study evaluating potential consolidation of the Southampton County and City of Franklin Departments of Social Services.  Early indications from the study were that no positions would be cut and there would be no cost savings.  He respectfully requested that the Board of Supervisors authorize the DSS Administrative Board to suspend any further consolidation studies and to proceed in filling the vacant position of Executive Director.    

Vice-Chairman Young moved, seconded by Supervisor Wyche, to authorize the DSS Administrative Board to proceed in filling the vacant position and to suspend further consolidation studies.  All were in favor.  

Supervisor Wyche asked Mr. Johnson to inform the state director of their decision.  
Proceeding to the public hearing, Mr. Johnson announced that the first and only public hearing was being held for the following purpose:


To receive public comment on the Priority List for Proposed Improvements to the 

Secondary and Unpaved Roads of Southampton County and the FY 2011 Secondary and 

Unpaved Road Construction Budget.  

The Priority List and FY 2011 Construction Budget is as follows:
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Mr. Johnson noted that Mr. Jerry Kee of VDOT was present to answer any questions.  

Supervisor Wyche advised that he would like Indiantown Road to be moved up to #3 ahead of Rawlings Road.  

Mr. Kee indicated that they could do that.  He noted that they would likely pave Indiantown Road through the Rural Rustic program.  Rural Rustic basically meant that you pave what you have.  

The Board was amenable to moving Indiantown Road ahead of Rawlings Road.  

Chairman Jones opened the public hearing.  No members of the public wished to speak.  Chairman Jones closed the public hearing.  

Supervisor Wyche moved, seconded by Vice-Chairman Young, to adopt the priority list, as amended, and the secondary road construction budget.  All were in favor.  

Moving forward, Mr. Johnson announced that at the request of the Commissioner of the Revenue, Mrs. Amy Carr, included in the agenda was a proposed ordinance agreement regarding the report and remittance of taxes on prepared food and beverages.   The original ordinance we adopted in February provided for remittance on the first business day of each quarter – after consulting with most other communities that already imposed and collected the tax, Mrs. Carr found that, almost universally, the tax was collected and remitted monthly by the 20th day of each month.  Mrs. Carr also noted that requiring remittance on the 1st day of each quarter may be a hardship for many merchants to meet – it would leave them little time to prepare the required report that accompanied the remittance.  And requiring remittance on a monthly basis improved cash flow for the County.  The amendment further changed the recipient of the report and remittance – our original ordinance provided that they be returned directly to the treasurer – the amendment provided that they be remitted to the commissioner of the revenue to provide improved tracking for compliance.  

Vice-Chairman Young moved, seconded by Supervisors Felts and Wyche, to authorize a public hearing on the ordinance amendment at the regular session in June.  All were in favor.  

Accordingly, a First Reading was held on the following ordinance amendment:

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND AND REORDAIN CHAPTER 15 OF THE

SOUTHAMPTON COUNTY CODE, 1991, AS IT RELATES TO THE PROCEDURE FOR REPORTS AND REMITTANCES

- - - - -
BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Supervisors of Southampton County, Virginia that the Southampton County Code be, and hereby is amended and reordained so as to amend Section 15-173, and reading as follows:

CHAPTER 15

ARTICLE IX

TAX ON PREPARED FOOD AND BEVERAGES

Sec. 15-173.  Reports and remittances generally.


Every seller of food with respect to which a tax is levied under this article shall make out a report, upon such forms and setting forth such information as the commissioner of the revenue may prescribe and require, showing the amount of food charges collected and the tax required to be collected, and shall sign and deliver such report to the treasurer commissioner of the revenue with a remittance of such tax. It shall be presumed that all food served, sold or delivered in the county (outside of incorporated towns) in or from a restaurant which provides seating facilities for its customers are consumed on premises and the burden shall be upon the seller of food to establish by records what food is sold for off-premises consumption. Such reports and remittance shall be made on or before the first business  twentieth day of following each calendar quarter month, covering the amount of tax collected during the preceding quarter month.
Sec. 15-185.  Effective date.

This ordinance shall be effective for all tax years beginning on and after July 1, 2010.

Moving forward, Mr. Johnson announced that pursuant to Chapter 2.5 of the Southampton County code, included in the agenda was an application from the Tidewater Dirt Riders for a temporary outdoor entertainment permit for a motorcycle competition on Sunday, June 13, 2010.  The event, with an estimated attendance of 550 participants and spectators, would be held on property owned by the T.L. Bain, L.P. on Warrique Road and would include overnight camping for approximately 75 camper for one night (June 12).  The application was fully consistent with the ordinance adopted at their regular session of December 20, 2004.  Their plans had been reviewed by the Southampton County Sheriff, Southampton County Health Department, Southampton County Building Official, and the Ivor Volunteer Rescue Squad.  He noted that alcohol was not permitted at the event.  

Vice-Chairman Young moved, seconded by Supervisors Faison and Felts, authorize issuance of the permit.  All were in favor.  

Mr. Johnson announced that included in the agenda were two applications for fireworks display permits, requested pursuant to Section 10-73 of the Southampton County Code.  They were from:

1) The Sedley Recreation Association for a planned display on Saturday, July 3, 2010 at dusk.  The rain date was Sunday, July 4.  Permits had been granted annually (with the exception of 2008) since 1991 without incident; and

2) Charles B. Darden, Jr. for a planned display on Saturday, June 26, 2010 at dusk.  The rain date was June 27, 2010.  

Both applications were in order and draft permits were included in the agenda.  

Supervisor Wyche moved, seconded by Vice-Chairman Young, to issue the fireworks display permits.  All were in favor.  

Moving forward, Mr. Johnson announced that Sheriff Vernie Francis was seeking their consideration in granting Officer Marcia L. Garriss’ and Captain James E. Covington, Jr.’s respective requests to purchase their department-issued service handguns for $1 upon their retirement.  With 20 and 32 respective years of service as Deputy Sheriffs, both of their requests were consistent with § 59.1-148.3 of the Code of Virginia.  

Supervisor Wyche moved, seconded by Vice-Chairman Young, to approve the respective requests.  All were in favor.   

Regarding miscellaneous issues, Mr. Johnson announced that in included in the agenda was a copy of the certified abstract of votes from the May 4, 2010 general election.    

Mr. Johnson advised that the following notices were received:  

1) Notice from Columbia Gas of Virginia, Inc. regarding notice of its application to the SCC to increase its rates and charges;

2) Notice of violation to The Town of Courtland for exceeding the primary maximum contaminant level for fluoride;

3) Tentative approval by the Virginia Department of Health for construction of public drinking water supply at the Southampton Commerce and Logistics Center;

4) A copy of the waterworks construction permit to expand the Agri-Business Industrial Park water supply beneath Route 58 to serve the Courtland self-storage and retail center (at the developer’s expense);

5) Notice of violation to The Courtland Inn for failure to collect the required bacteriological sample for the first quarter of 2010; and 

6) Notice of violation to the owners of the Kingsdale-Mosely system for failure to collect the required bacteriological samples in March 2010.  

Mr. Johnson informed that the following incoming correspondence was received:

1) Notice from the Virginia Department of Historic Resources that the Southampton Courthouse will not likely qualify for listing on the Historic Register and suggesting that we suspend further nomination proceedings;

2) A funding solicitation from the Virginia Skyliners 16U Girls Softball Team;

3) Correspondence from the Blackwater Regional Library regarding appointments (by the time this was received, the Board had already appointed Gloria Evans to succeed Kay Pope);

4) Email correspondence from Demetrios Peratsakis regarding the posting of the FY 2011 WTCSB Performance Contract;

5) Correspondence from Sheldon C. Worrell, Jr., regarding concerns with the FY 2011 annual budget; and

6) Correspondence from Richard E. Railey, Jr. regarding the court order granting summary judgment for Cheverly, Ltd. and ordering approval of their subdivision plat.  

Mr. Johnson noted that outgoing correspondence was also included in the agenda.    

Regarding the Southampton County Courthouse not likely qualifying for inclusion on the Historic Register (number 1 under incoming correspondence), Mr. Johnson clarified for Supervisor Brown that the problem was that the integrity of the architecture had been lost.  Supervisor Brown indicated that if there was one original architectural piece in place, it should qualify for inclusion on the  Historic Register.  

Moving to late arriving matters, Mr. Johnson advised that the Planning Commission had expressed very grave reservations concerning the $50,000 Urban Development Area grant the Board had accepted from VDOT.  None of the funds had been expended as of yet.  He wanted to give the Board the opportunity to change their minds if they so desired before any funds were expended.  

The Board acknowledged that there would be public resistance and opposition to the grant and the development of an urban development area.    

Vice-Chairman Young moved, seconded by Supervisor Felts, to suspend acceptance of the Urban Development Area grant.  All were in favor.  


Mr. Johnson announced that it was necessary for the Board to conduct a closed meeting in accordance with the provisions set out in the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, for the following purposes:

Section 2.2-3711 (A) (5) Discussion concerning prospective industries where no previous announcement has been made of the business’ or industry’s interest in locating its facilities in the community; and

Section 2.2-3711 (A) (7) Consultation with legal counsel and briefings by staff members related to actual litigation where such briefing in an open session would adversely affect the litigating posture of the public body;

Vice-Chairman Young moved, seconded by Supervisor Wyche, to conduct a closed meeting for the purposes previously read.  
Richard Railey, County Attorney, Jay Randolph, Assistant County Administrator, Julia Williams, Finance Director, Julien Johnson, Public Utilities Director, and John Smolak, President of Franklin-Southampton Economic Development, Inc. were also present in the closed meeting.  

Upon returning to open session, Vice-Chairman Young moved, seconded by Supervisor Wyche, to adopt the following resolution:

RESOLUTION OF CLOSED MEETING

WHEREAS, the Southampton County Board of Supervisors had convened a closed meeting on this date pursuant to an affirmative recorded vote and in accordance with the provisions of the Virginia Freedom of Information Act; and

WHEREAS, Section 2.2-3712 (D) of the Code of Virginia requires a certification by the Board that such closed meeting was conducted in conformity with Virginia law.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Southampton County Board of Supervisors hereby certifies that, to the best of each member’s knowledge, (i) only public business matters lawfully exempted from open meeting requirements by Virginia law were discussed in the closed meeting to which this certification resolution applies, and (ii) only such public matters as were identified in the motion convening the closed meeting were heard, discussed and considered by the Southampton County Board of Supervisors.
